boy lead 40 six year olds?  Or teenage boys helping care for crying 
babies all day without complaining?  Here at VBS I did.  Yes, they (the 
leaders) would need help so others would pitch in.  Every one of the 
leaders and youth played a role in the smooth flow of the program and 
no matter what the size of each person’s role the work of each person 
helped accomplish the task.  Isn't that true in our life as Christians too? 

This VBS was definitely one of the highlights of my three-month stay 
at Living Hope Ministries.  Thank you everyone who supports this 
work of God through your prayers, lives and finances.  For this too takes a TEAM.
