We started this project in 2007 with 7 people. Now, 
two years later, we have 15 people in the project. We 
are happy for this growth. Everyone has faithfully 
met the conditions to renew their contracts. We give 
participants small loans to improve their existing 
businesses or start a new one, but we don’t charge 
any interest on the loans. Then weekly, they bring in 
10 Haitian dollars that are held like a savings account 
for them because the next time they sign for a loan 
these funds are added to the previous amount; in other words, growing their capital fund. This 
is working well and we are seeing success. Every one of the previous participants state that 
when they pay off their loans they still have resources and funds in their hands so this is very 
positive. Before we renew loan contracts we hold trainings with all the participants. At a 
recent training, Andris spoke about paying tithes regularly wherever they attend church; 
whether here or elsewhere.

The update from Andris and 
Mary Jane really showed how God is working in and 
through LHM – so much has happened just in the last 
year!  Financially we did not raise quite as much as in prior 
years, primarily because we did not have matching grants 
this year. But in the 60 days leading up to the benefit, over 
$10,000 in special donations came in to support key 
building projects including the new latrine and the school 
roof.
