Zion Church – Haiti  

1. We see much growth and change in many of the church 
members’ lives. There are currently over 250 regularly 
attending the Sunday morning Service.  

2. Six people are in Baptism class preparing for Baptism 
on January 5, 2010. 

3. A New Believer class continues to be held for new 
believers in Christ or those transferring into the church. 
Mary Jane is teaching this class and will start the class again in January 2010. 

4. Andris continues to teach the Leadership class for those in Leadership and for those who we 
hope are growing into leadership one day. 

5. 50-70+ children (0-14 years of age) continue to participate in the Sunday evening children’s 
group. We have several that are in attendance from the community – it is an outreach for the 
un-churched children in the community. We have been teaching on having the character or 
Jesus, and God’s Heroes. Mary Jane is in the midst of training up Lericiane to lead this group 
even more, including doing the preparation work for the activities. Mary Jane is still writing 
the lessons. In 2010, we will be doing a series of 4-6 week lesson packs. 

6. 20-30 youth and young adults continue to attend youth group 
regularly. Pastor Andris works with Annelene on overseeing the 
youth group. They have different activities weekly: Movie Night, 
Special Speaker, Game Night, etc.  It is a time of fellowship and 
growth for them all; learning and playing together. 

7. Every Tuesday and Thursday evening we have the weekly 
Church Bible Studies. Pastor Andris has continued to teach 
through Proverbs and Ephesians- verse by verse. He also has done 

several special teachings on Christianity, and Church Denominations, the Kings of the Bible 
times, etc. 

8. There are now 7 Sunday School Classes with 220 in regular attendance. Mary Jane 
continues to head up the children’s ministry, preparing the teachers and the lessons teaching 
through the Life of Jesus Christ. In January 2010, the Preschoolers and 1st & 2nd graders will 
continue to go through the Life of Christ. The older children, 8 through 14 years old, will be 
starting a new series in January 2010.  

9. 3 VBS’s have been held this year and all were very well attended. The main VBS was held 
in August with over 500 children 0-14 years old in attendance with 20-30 of our own Haitian 
youth assisting with the youth team from HESED and Reaching the Nations International. We 
are giving the 
children and youth 
of the area an 
alternative to non-
Chr i s t ia n a nd 
voodoo activities 
during the school 
breaks. 

LHM - 2009 Annual Report 
2009 was a very good and progressive year for Living Hope Ministries in Haiti; especially the 
last 5 months. 



Zion Church – Haiti cont. 

10. Three youth activities were 
held during the year. In July we 
held a youth seminar, music 
instruction and praise & 
worship team training week 
w i t h  t h e  N o r t h w e s t 
Presbyterian Church team. 
Over 60 Haitian youth and young adults participated during 
the week’s activities. Also, in August we held a youth 
conference on teamwork with Aaron Starr and his group 
from Reaching the Nations International. 

11. The Praise and Worship Team has grown to 7 singers in 
addition to the 3 drum (percussion) players, 1 keyboard 
player, 1 guitar player, and 2 soundmen. 

12. The Sunday afternoon art floral classes for the youth that 
had 12-15 in attendance have been completed. 

13. The church youth continue to assist with the hospitality 
time after the church services. During school breaks, many 
of the youth/young men make the bread for hospitality on 
Saturdays. The youth serve the bread and juice (Kool-Aid) 
to the church attendees after the service is over. Any 
leftovers are used for the children’s and youth group Sunday 
night. 

14. There are 15 in the 
entrepreneurship program 
that provides participants 
small, interest-free loans to 
improve their existing 
businesses or start a new 
one. All of the participants 

have given good reports of profit making. A training session 
is always held with the participants before  loans are 
renewed. In January 2010, 3 new participants will join the 
program with more to be added throughout the year as funds 
permit. 

15. With the assistance of a few donators, we have been able 
to help 10 of our youth group attend school this school year. 

16. LHM helped 1 church member pay rent in 2009. We 
also helped several church and non-church youth, children 
and adults with nutritional and clothing needs as well as 
medical care during 2009. 

17. 2009 began with a balance of $7,050 in the building 
fund. The retaining wall and stairs have been completed 
with beautiful steps leading down into the church. 

 

Primary School 

1. The Primary School is 
progressing well; 270 are 
registered this year for 
Preschool thru 6th grade. There 
are 6 classes of preschool and 
Kindergarten and 6 classes of 
1st thru 6th grade. The students 
receive a hot, nutritious meal daily prepared on campus by 
the 2 school cooks.   

2. Very high standards are maintained. Students must obtain 
a 70% to be promoted to the next grade. 100 % of our 6th 
graders passed the National Exam in June. 

3. Ninety (90) of our Students are sponsored, helping to 
cover the cost of that student’s education. We are 
continually looking for sponsors to help carry the load. 

4. The Primary School licensure paperwork is finalized and 
approved. We are only awaiting the signing of the 
Certificate of Licensure for the past year and its arrival.  

5. The necessary textbooks for the year were purchased in 
September. 

6. School staff consists of 12 teachers: 1 preschool teacher’s 
aid, 3 preschool helpers, 6 primary teachers, a principal, and 
an academic director. Both Mary Jane and Andris also teach 
in the classrooms. Three teacher training seminars were held 
during the school year (total of 3 weeks) as well as a teacher 
training in-service every Friday; Andris teaching the 1st thru 
6th grade teachers and Mary Jane working with the 
Preschool teachers. Also, a group from Zion Lutheran in 
Ann Arbor, Michigan assisted in the September teacher 
training seminar and brought in many teaching supplies for 
the primary school. 

7. Special hands-on classes were also offered: 1st Grade – 
Gardening, 2nd Grade – Animal Care, 3rd Grade Boys-
Woodworking/Shop, 3rd Grade Girls – Basic Sewing, 4th 
Graders - Cooking Classes, 5th Graders – Origami & Paper 
Art, and 6th Graders – String Art.  

 



Trade School 
1. There are 2 Welding/Iron Work classes (2 teachers); 2 
Cooking/Baking classes (2 teachers); 2 Sewing/ 2 Tailoring 
classes (2 teachers); 3 Business classes (typing, computer, 
and secretary) (3 teachers); 2 Arts classes (1 teacher), and 1 
Embroidery class (1 teacher). 

2. Over 150 students registered with classes limited to an 
enrollment of 20 students per class. Students are required to 
obtain a 75% for a passing grade. There are 135 students 
remaining. 

3. All 3rd grade girls are in Embroidery class, preparing 
them for Sewing classes. All the 4th, 5th and 6th graders are 
required to attend one of the Trade School Classes.  

4. At least 50% of 
the youth and adults 
in the trade program 
a r e f r om t h e 
community. 

5. 100% of the 
Cooking and Sewing 
class students that 
t o o k  t h e i r 
Governmental exam for licensure in July passed. 

6. One week prior to the Business students taking their 
national exams, we received a visit and were told that we 
needed to upgrade all the computers to Office 2003 for the 
exams the following week. So the students came in extra to 
work on the newer version of Office and for review.  We 
don’t have the results of these exams but we know that 
probably only 2 out of the 6 students passed. The inspector 
said this is not unusual. In fact, most schools have all or 
most of the students fail the exams the first time. We are 
working to correct this problem. We are not willing to have 
less then 90% + pass when we send them for the exams. The 
exam was not at all what we or the students had expected.  

Construction & Improvements 

1. The retaining wall and 
stairway to the main 
entrance of the church was 
completed. 

2. The 3 classrooms that 
had been awaiting a roof 
for 6 years were roofed 
with cement in August. Needed Preschool Benches were 
made and painted and are in use. 

3. The floor of the cooking school building has been 
leveled. Rodent screening has been installed on all the 
windows. Two more propane stoves were purchased and 
added with propane installations completed. Four cooking 
stations have been created with tables and individual double 
sinks and are now only awaiting their individual cupboards 
to be made. 

4. The already dug and 
capped latrine has been 
constructed, sinks and 
shower finished and 
flush toilets installed. 
All doors have  also 
been installed. 

5. The living room of 
Mary Jane & Andris’ apartment on campus has been freshly 
painted and cleaned and working doors have been put on the 
cupboards. 

6. The tuck pointing project (plastering) of the main 
building started the middle of December and is well under 
process. The building is getting a new look and receiving 
needed repairs.  

 



Visitors 
Many US visitors came to LHM during 2009; helping in the 
ministry, VBS’s and youth ministry, construction and 
repairs, teacher’s seminar, etc. 

1. Aaron and Tori Hawk came in March for a week of 
repairs and doing accounting,  

2. Farrah Charles and her friends came for a day visit to the 
mission in April.  

3. Anna, a missionary intern 
from Reaching the Nations, 
arrived in May for a 3 month 
internship. She helped 
oversee the English classes 
in the Primary School and 
started 2 summer English 
classes; one for youth and 
one for children. Anna also helped with mission 
correspondence and many other things. 

4. In July, Mark Breading and Stacy Lane from Northwest 
Presbyterian Church in Dublin, Ohio brought in a group for 
one week.  The group conducted a youth seminar, music 
instruction and Praise & Worship team training during the 
week. 

5. In August, Aaron & Emily 
Starr brought in a group from 
HESED & Reaching the 
Nations International. They 
assisted with the children’s 
VBS, did a youth conference 
on team work, and helped 

with many other things. 

6. In August/September, Mark Gunderson brought in a 
group from Zion Lutheran in Ann Arbor, Michigan. They 
did a teacher’s seminar, painted benches, etc. 

7. In September, Laura Klebs brought in a group from 
Washington State and Minnesota. The group did latrine 
construction, classroom activities and instructions, eye 
exams, and many other projects.
