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Living Hope Ministries and the Earthquake by Mark Breading

On January 12, 2010 at 4:58 p.m., a 7.1 magnitude earthquake struck Haiti with its epicente
few miles from Living Hope Ministries (LHM). All of us have watched the aftermath of that
guake unfold over the last few weeks. In the midst of the devastation, we praise God that
has chosen to preserve LHM to act as a refuge and oasis for the people in the surround
community. Sadly, one-earold preschooler at LHM lost his life. At the same time, we are
thankful that the staff, teachers and Zion church congregation all survived. At least 146 hom
around LHM were destroyed including the homes of most of the church members. Since t
earthquake, Andris, Mary Jane and a number of the staff members have been living-outsid
unable to go back into the buildings due to many aftershocks. The well on the LHM campt
was also miraculously preserved and the food depot had just been stocked. In the village,
situation has been more critical. The community well installed by LHM 2 years ago wa
damaged in the quake and food was limited. After the efforts of many people in the U.S. ai
Haiti, a delivery of aid reached LHM on January 3@itier two weeks after the original
earthquake. Five trucks from the U.S. Navy arrived with 510 boxes of food. LHM has sinc
received other food deliveries and has become a distribution point for the community.
